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We have just finished re-
viewing the Village to Village 
shuttle bus services and in 
2009 we will be making 
small adjustments to both 
the services. 
The Broadway Shuttle  
This service has completed 
its second year of opera-
tions. It made 8,584  passen-
ger trips during the year a 
current average of 92 trips 
per day. 
Based on requests from pas-
sengers raised in the 2007 
and the 2008 survey who 
said that they would like the 
shuttle  to go to the fish mar-
ket, Yue and Jane have 
been looking at making a 
route change to the Broad-
way service. 
To accommodate this route 
change we would need to 
cut out the leg to and from 
Bicentennial park and this 
would disadvantage some of 
our regular passengers.  
A survey of  Shuttle bus pas-
sengers is currently being 
analyzed and while it is clear 
that the majority of people 
(60%) want to go to the fish 
market 40% of respondents 

do not want any changes 
made to the route.  
To accommodate all passen-
gers we will designate one 
run per day to go to the fish 
market and leave the other 
trips as they stand.  
 This will mean that the 
12:30 trip from Poets will go 
to Broadway shops and the 
Fish market but it will not go 
down Glebe Point road to Bi-
centennial park. Passengers 
returning from the Fish mar-
ket will be able to catch the 
3:00 bus home.  

We will let you know next 
month when the route 
changes will commence. 
 
We are also concerned 
about the increasing number 
of people who are using the 
service with limited mobility. 
The drivers are increasingly

 asked  to provide assistance on and off 
the bus and divert from the run to pro-
vide a door to door service.  We cannot 
divert from the bus route as this puts 
extra pressure on the driver who is try-
ing to keep to a schedule. 
 If you find that  it is hard for you to get 
to and from the bus stop from your 
home please ring us in the office and 
book a door to door shopping service 
on one of our other buses. 
The Woolloomooloo service. 
The Woolloomooloo to Redfern Shuttle 
completed its 12 month pilot. A change 
in the route so that passengers could 
access Paddy’s market in May was an 
immediate hit with local residents. Over 
the  year,  th is  serv ice  made 
7,707pasenger trips, a current average 

 of  105 trips per day.   
 To further meet the passenger demand 
to access Paddy’s Markets, the Wool-
loomooloo shuttle will provide another 
return trip from Paddy’s to Northcott 
and Poets corner. This will result in a 
timetable change in March 2009 the 
3:45 trip from Poet’s corner will be can-
celled and a new trip leaving Woolloo-
mooloo will be created.  
This new  trip will start at 3:15 from 
Bourke street and will provide another 
trip home to Surry hills and Redfern 
from St Vincent’s at 3:25 and Paddy’s 
at 3:45 pm.  
 

PS. On Thursday 28th February this 
shuttle made  a record 195 passenger 
trips in one day. Good work Brad!
